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 The DRI, discharged out of the furnace, is either 

transferred to a melting furnace in a transportation 

container, or is cooled and supplied into a blast 

furnace. 
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hereinafter referred to as "the present plant"), was 

delivered to the Nippon Steel Hirohata Works.
